Master Stockman Scholarships

Three new scholarships of $1,000 for each first place winner per species will be
offered annually through the Wisconsin Livestock Breed Association and the
Wisconsin State Fair. Also three runner-ups will also be selected and these
individuals will receive $500 each. These scholarships are an effort to recognize
the achievements of the Wisconsin State Fair Junior Livestock exhibitors through
a scholarship program for their education.

Final selection of the winners will be by interview at the State Fair just prior to the
Governor’'s Auction on

August 9, where then the winners will be announced. The applicant must be a
junior livestock exhibitor at the current Wisconsin State Fair, at their District
Livestock show or at the Spring Preview show, be enrolled or planning to enroll in
a university and be between the ages of 17-19 as of January 1, of the Current
year. This award is new this year and we are still receiving information on it. For
more information contact the UW-Extension office.
